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SAFE ARRIVAL POLICY 8066

Rationale

Lakehead District School Board (LDSB) is committed to the safety of students. A safe arrival
absence management system will be implemented for every elementary school in conjunction
with daily school attendance-taking.

Policy

2.1 It is the policy of LDSB to maintain a safe arrival system in every elementary school that
allows for communication between home and school to ensure the safe arrival of all
students in elementary school.

2.2 Every elementary school must have in place a comprehensive safe arrival program to
allow parents and staff to account for a student’'s unexplained absence. Schools shall
make all reasonable efforts to make timely contact with parent(s)/guardian(s), or
designated emergency/additional contacts when a student is absent, and the school has
not been notified by the parent(s)/guardian(s).

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3.7 Information about the features of the elementary school’'s safe arrival program and the
roles and responsibilities of all parties, should be communicated clearly and effectively
by the principal to the school community at the beginning of each school year, and to
additional registrations occurring throughout the year.
